Students in grades 2-6 have an excellent start on their Matisse inspired paintings. We've
studied and discussed several paintings and paper cutouts created by Matisse. We talked
about why his work is referred to as Fauvism, meaning the wild beasts and what sets it apart
from Impressionism and Post Impressionism. The children are now very good at identifying the
aspects of Matisse's’ work that make it different from many of the other pieces that were
created during that time period. When viewing the students finished pieces, be sure to look
for repeated patterns, organic forms, bold colors - especially the primary colors red, yellow,
and blue, and even some "replicas" of Matisse's paper cutouts. These paintings should be fin-
ished next week and will be on display soon after.

Students in grades K-1 have finished their Matisse inspired paintings. Some paintings are
hanging in the hall in building A. K-1 students have even dabbled in the paper cutout technique
Matisse is well known for.
