We have the great opportunity for interns to come and work in our school. This Intern Teacher Program provides vol-
unteer teaching assistants to serve as models of language and culture in our school at all levels. Interns can be assigned
to a school for up to 12 months. Interns assist in the classroom for up to 25 hours per week, take Personal Study
Classes and live with American Host Families. Interns are here to bring their languages and cultures to life, to engage
and motivate students and leave them with new confidence in their ability to communicate across borders. Our Interns
will shape the local community’'s perspective on their country, its culture and people. Interns also learn about US culture
and gain a deeper understanding of their own. Our final goal is that Interns return home and share what they have
learned and experienced with their own communities. 1T you are interested and have the room to house an intern next
year, please let us know as soon as possible. This, as mentioned above is a great opportunity for serious Spanish stu-
dents. You may house an intern for at least nine weeks.

Please review the following qualifications of an Intern's Host Family placement:
® Interns receive room and board free of charge from the Host Family
® Interns have a private bedroom in the home

Chicken Pox Immunization Change
REMINDER -

The State of Alaska has adopted new immunization requirements. Beginning July 1, 2009, students entering Kindergar-
ten through grade 6 will be required to have two doses of Varicella (“chickenpox”) vaccine. Though chickenpox is usu-
ally a mild childhood disease, it can be extremely serious and can lead to severe skin infections, scars, pneumonia, brain
damage, and death. Therefore, the State of Alaska is changing the requirements for Varicella immunizations with the
goal of eliminating this vaccine-preventable disease. Most other states have already implemented similar requirements
based on the recommendations of the federal Centers for Disease Control and Prevention.
